This
organization accompanies the poor in the struggle for justice by
supporting community initiatives to transform the conditions of poverty,
exclusion, and marginalization of populations in the zones of Morazan,
La Libertad, Colon, and San Salvador. FUNDAHMER acted as our gateway
to the three villages, as they work directly with them. Through constant
communication, our organizations worked together to follow through
with the process of sending and delivering the educational tools.

FUNDAHMER provided a list of what specific donations would be most
beneficial for their students’ curriculum. Confirming that the items were
in line with Cultivate Careers mission, we utilized donations that were
allocated starting on February 7, 2023 and ending on May 19, 2023 to
purchase a total of sixty-nine separate educational tools of all shapes and
sizes.
